


THE REBIRTH OF LUKULA SELOUS

Great Plains Conservation’s launch, deep into the Selous Game Reserve that is one of 
Tanzania’s most remote wildlife areas, brought with it a number of challenges; many of which 
were not for the faint-hearted. 
 
Our ambition is to operate a purely photographic safari camp in the heart of Africa’s largest 
game reserve known for its legacy of trophy hunting was grand as such Lukula Selous was 
planned accordingly, a semi-mobile camp with no permanent structures and a limited season. 
 
There is no wider known secret than that of the southern circuit of Tanzania. Its wild and remote 
qualities coupled with its lower volume tourism model make it an East African standout when 
paired with Tanzania’s northern circuit, forming the perfect safari complement. 

Lukula Selous represents one of our most significant conservation tourism efforts to date 
and our commitment to its success is stronger than ever.  However we plan to modify our 
future approaches in the Selous to better accommodate the environment, traversing area, 
conservation, seasonality and ultimately our guest’s experience. 

As such Lukula Selous will be closed in 2011 and possibly 2012 to embark on this new exciting 
expansion phase. The future Lukula Selous will likely consist of two camps, a main camp and 
a mobile style camp. The concession is so large that these two camps will be virtually a flight 
apart. We will be increasing the safari experience, whilst enhancing our conservation and 
community programs.  We are also increasing our overall commitment to Tanzania. We are 
actively looking at adding more locations in the country that resonate with the Great Plains 
philosophy of conserving and maintaining crucial habitat corridors through sound, light footprint 
conservation tourism.
